From the Pastor’s Pen

Dear Brothers and Sistersin Christ,

The summer just keeps on flying by. The temperature has been tolerable. Aside from the
rain, the weather has been enjoyable compared to the memorable winter from this past
year. It has aso been a summer of anxiety for some. Many throughout the mid-west continue to
clean up and rebuild after the flooding in June. Gas prices continue to inch closer to the $5.00 mark.
Our grocery bill hasincreased as well due to the price of gas. To hear that it's a presidential election
year isreally just the icing on the cake. So many uncertain questions linger in our minds. How much
more will gas prices and food prices continue to rise? Who will be the next leader of our country in
these uncertain times?

For God' s people uncertainty is nothing new. In the book of Joshuawe learn about a man and
a people who also faced much uncertainty. The opening verse of Joshua talks about Moses has died
and now Joshua son of Nun isto assume the role of leader. Talk about some big shoesto fill! Moses
had been sent by God to deliver His people from the shackles of Pharaoh’s slavery. He had led the
people for 40 yearsin the wilderness. Verse one of Joshuatells us that he was dead.

The Jordan River was before them and so was the Promised Land. | wonder what thoughts
crossed Joshua s mind at this point. Thoughts such as, | wonder what lies on ahead in this new land?
How will I lead these people? What will we do when we reach the other side?

The Lord had words of comfort for Joshua. In verse 5 Joshua hears words of reassurance,
“Just as | have been with Moses, | will be with you; | will not fail you or forsake you.” The same
Lord as Moses would be with Joshua and would not fail him or leave him. A few verses later Joshua
hears, “Be strong and courageous! Do not tremble or be dismayed, for the Lord your God is with you
wherever you go.” What arelief it must have been to hear those words!

No matter what lay ahead when the people crossed the Jordan their Lord would be with them.

We have an even better promise than what Joshua and his people received before going into
the Promised Land. Y earslater another man would come to the Jordan River that Joshua and com-
pany crossed many years earlier. He was the greater Joshua known as Jesus. He got his feet wet in
the Jordan where He was baptized by John for the sins of the whole world. From the Jordan, our Lord
would travel to the wilderness to be tempted by Satan and eventually go to Jerusalem. The cross that
He died on outside of Jerusalem was for the sins of all people. Before He ascended to be with His Fa-
ther, He told the disciples that He would be with them aways even to the end of the age (Matt. 28).

How wonderful for us to know that in uncertain times our Lord is still with us. We may still
wake up in the morning and wonder about what the day holds but we don’t do it alone.

Just as The Lord was with Moses and Joshua so He with us. He will provide not only what we need
for the here and now but also for our eternal benefit. Ever day we cross our own Jordan River not
knowing what waits on the other side. Remember that we never crossit alone!
